Food Allergies / Healthy Break 

Can I ask you to adhere to precautions we have in school for children with severe allergies?  To date we have 4 children 

(who require epipens) and can I ask that NO nuts or fish are brought into school at ANYTIME.  As we are a healthy eating 

school we require our children to bring in water, fruit or vegetables to eat / drink at breaktime.  We hope to see an 

improvement in concentration and behaviours as we move forward together on this.  

Absences from school 

Absences from school during term time are discouraged and will affect your child’s attendance rate.  If your child’s attendance 

rate falls below 85% the ‘Education Welfare Officer’ will contact you or pay a visit to your home. If you do need to take your 

child out of school, please notify Mr. Kearney in writing. (This does not include days of sickness; you can notify school about 

sickness using the Absence Form on our school app).
